	Description of content: NEA is proposing to control certain mercury-added products under the Second Schedule of the Environmental Protection and Management Act (EPMA). Under the proposed control, the manufacture, import and export of the following mercury-added products will be phased-out by 1 January 2020.

Mercury-added products

Proposed control measure – the manufacture, import and export of the products listed below will be phased-out

Proposed phase-out date 

Lamps*

1 Jan 2020
Linear fluorescent lamps (LFLs)
LFLs for general lighting purposes:

· Triband phosphor <60 watts with a mercury content exceeding 5 mg per lamp

High pressure mercury vapour (HPMV) lamps

HPMV lamps for general lighting purposes

Cold cathode fluorescent lamps (CCFLs) and external electrode fluorescent lamps (EEFLs)
CCFLs and EEFLs for electronic displays:

· Short length (≤500mm) with mercury content exceeding 3.5 mg per lamp

· Medium length (>500 mm and ≤1500 mm) with mercury content exceeding 5 mg per lamp

· Long length (>1500 mm) with mercury content exceeding 13 mg per lamp

Non-electronic measuring devices

· Barometers

· Hygrometers

· Manometers

· Thermometers*

· Sphygmomanometers

The listed non-electronic measuring devices, except non-electronic measuring devices installed in large-scale equipment or those used for high precision measurement, where no suitable mercury-free alternative is available.

Switches and relays

Switches and relays, except very high accuracy capacitance and loss measurement bridges and high frequency radio frequency switches and relays in monitoring and control instruments with a maximum mercury content of 20 mg per bridge, switch or relay.

* Compact fluorescent lamps (CFLs) for general lighting purposes ≤30 watts with a mercury content exceeding 5 mg per lamp burner, halophosphate phosphor LFLs ≤40 watts with a mercury content exceeding 10 mg per lamp and mercury clinical thermometers listed under the Convention are already controlled by NEA.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: 
Objective: Reduce mercury pollution by minimising mercury supply and demand so as to protect the environment. In this case, minimising the use of mercury in products.

Rationale: The Minamata Convention on Mercury is a global treaty that aims to “protect the human health and the environment from anthropogenic emissions and releases of mercury and mercury compounds”. Singapore signed the Minamata Convention on 10 October 2013 which indicated the country’s commitment to safeguard against mercury pollution.

Singapore has been taking steps to develop strategies to implement the Convention as Singapore plan towards ratifying the Convention. These obligations include the phase-out of mercury-added products such as fluorescent lamps with specific mercury limits, high pressure mercury vapour lamps and non-electronic measuring devices by 2020.
